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An estimated 13 million women in the EU have experienced physical violence in the course of the 12
months before the survey interviews.

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I have tried to show that in the medieval period we had two differently specialised discourses, one for the
construction of the inner, one for the construction of the outer_the material world.

Over the next five
hundred yers there was a progressive replacement of the religious foundation of official knowledge by a humanising
secular principle. I want to argue that we have, for the first time, a dehumanising principle, for the organisation and
orientation of official knowledge. What we are seeing is the growing development of the specialised disciplines of
the Quadrivium, and the diciplines of the Trivium have become the disciplines of symbolic control—the social
sciences.
We know, however, how this special status in turn limited and distorted the knowledge, but this is not the point
here. Today the market principle creates a new dislocation. Now we have two independent markets, one of
knowledge and one of potential creators and users of knowledge.
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
